3. Replace only with (3) AAA Alkaline batteries.

4. Replace all batteries of a set at the same time.

5. Clean the battery contacts and also those of the
device prior to battery installation.

6. To install batteries, open battery compartment
under base of candle. Insert (3) AAA Alkaline
batteries (FIG. 2).

7. Remove batteries from product when not in use
for an extended period of time.

8. Remove used batteries promptly.

9. For manual operation, turn light ON/OFF using
slide switch (FIG. 1).
